Marcialonga, in collaboration with Cornacci Ski Team, organises the ‘Marcialonga Young’ cross-country skiing 
competition in classic technique mass start for the U14 and U16 categories on Saturday 24 January 2026 in 
Pozza di Fassa. 
  
PARTICIPATION 
Reserved to athletes who are members of their national federations. 
 
CATEGORIES 
U14 M and F born in 2013 – 2012   
U16 M and F born in 2011 – 2010  
 
REGISTRATION 
Registrations will be accepted until 2:00 p.m. on Friday, 23 January 2026, in the following ways: 
-    Online (payment by credit card or bank transfer). 
-    By filling out the appropriate form for individual competitors or the cumulative form reserved for sports 
clubs. Payment must be sent together with the registration form. 
All required information must be provided for the registration to be valid. 
 
The registration fee is €10.00 per athlete. 
 
For organisational reasons, registrations will be accepted up to a maximum of 300 athletes. 
 
RACE OFFICE AND BIB DISTRIBUTION 
At the Pozza di Fassa Fire Station 
SATURDAY 24 January from 12.30pm to 2pm  
  
RACE COURSE 
U14 F                   4 km – Fraine Track 
U14 M / U16 F       5 km – Fraine Track 
U16 M                      6 km – Fraine Track 
 
TECHNIQUE 
Only classic technique is permitted and external assistance is prohibited.  
Waxing along the course may only be done by the athlete themselves without external assistance. Any 
violation will result in the athlete's disqualification by the controllers present along the entire course. 
 
WARM-UP 
Before the start, athletes may warm up on the specially reserved track, wearing their race bibs.

Pozza di Fassa – Fraine track 
24 January 2026 at 3 p.m. (at the end of the Minimarcialonga) – U14 F, followed by the U14 M, U16 F and 
U16 M categories 
 
REFRESHMENTS 
No refreshments will be provided before, during or after the competition. 
 
AWARD CEREMONY 
On the competition field at the end of the event. 
The top three finishers in each category will be awarded. 
 
COMPLAINTS 
Complaints may be submitted to the jury within 15 minutes of the end of the race, accompanied by a €50 
fee, which will be refunded if the complaint is accepted. 
 
TEAM CAPTAINS MEETING 
The team captains meeting is scheduled in Pozza di Fassa – Race Office – on Friday 23 January at 6 p.m. 
 
FURTHER INFORMATION 
The Organising Committee reserves the right to make any changes to the route, programme or regulations 
that may be necessary for the smooth running of the event.
